A teacher or school administrator can invite a guardian to accept an invitation to receive email summaries 
about their student’s work, which include information about classwork and class activities. Please talk to your 
school to learn more about email summaries for parents and guardians.

Personalized learning

Teachers can create assignments for the whole 
class and tailor them for individual students. 
Some teachers even use AI-powered tools that 
give students personalized hints if they get 
stuck while working on an activity. Plus, 
real-time feedback helps encourage students’ 
critical-thinking and problem-solving skills.

Announcements to stay in the know

Students can get details about class projects 
and more by receiving email notifications 
and viewing posts made by their teacher 
on their class’s stream. This page 
is available when they sign in to Classroom 
through a web browser or in the mobile app 
on iOS and Android.

Classwork in one place

Within Classroom, students can access 
content teachers have shared, such as learning 
resources, reading materials, videos, links, and 
handouts – all in one place.

Easy communication with teachers

Students can easily message their teacher and 
classmates directly with questions or comments 
about assignments and announcements.

Classroom is part of the Google Workspace for 
Education suite of learning tools, helping 
teachers easily give out homework, provide 
individualized feedback, and keep in touch 
regularly. These features make it easy for you to 
stay involved in your student’s learning journey.

Organization and time management

With built-in interactive to-do lists and 
calendars with due dates, Classroom 
encourages students to take ownership 
of their learning and develop essential skills 
they need today and for their futures.

Transparent grading and feedback

In Classroom, students can quickly view all of their 
work including upcoming assignments, graded work, 
and what’s late or missing. For some assignments, 
students can even access their grades immediately 
after they complete the assignment.
